Goal 1: Water
• Treated 132 acres of floodplain with large wood

• Monitoring groundwater response

• Reduced 165 tons/year of fine sediment entrainment

Goal 2: Working Lands
• Constructed ~7+ miles of livestock fencing 

• 152 acres shaded fuel break

• 280 acres pre-commercial thinning

Goal 3: Recreation
• Recreation Planning complete Fall 2018

• DNR Funding for Campground improvements

Goal 4: Fish & Wildlife
• Removed 10 fish passage barriers, opening ~7+ miles habitat

• Restored ~7.5 stream miles in 7 Tributary streams

• NFT Geomorphic Assessment + Hydraulic Modeling
