3) Fertilize, hatch and rear: In isolated family 
groups, eggs are fertilized and hatched, and 
juveniles are reared for about a year. 

4) Juveniles released 
spring: 

From 2010-2018,  
about 83,000 tagged 
yearling sturgeon have 
been produced for 
release in mid-
Columbia reservoirs. 

The future production 
goal is 20,000 fish, 
annually.

1) Collect wild adults: To maintain diversity, 
every year about 8 female and 8-12 male 
sturgeon are captured from Bonneville, John 
Day,* and Wanapum* reservoirs as broodstock.

2) Spawn the wild stock: Broodstock are 
spawned at the hatchery, and then returned 
to their area of capture.
