Salmon and beaver are both recognized as keystone
species; their presence plays a major role in
maintaining watersheds and supporting other plants
and animals. Salmon rely on beaver to help slow the
water current and create sheltered areas for habitat.
Salmon then provide nutrients to native plants and
animals along the riparian buffer. Beaver also help
support resilience to climate change, drought, and
wildfires. Additionally, beaver ponds/complexes
filter contaminants and fine sediment and help
provide a buffer for flooding.

Riparian Area Importance
The riparian buffer is the link between the land
and a body of water (rivers, lakes, ponds). A
healthy riparian area supports overall ecosystem
health and function. The buffer helps maintain a
bio-diverse landscape and clean, cool water,
providing a healthy habitat for fish and wildlife.
